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Dear Prospective Worship Ministry Team Leader,

We are so glad that you expressed an interest in the Worship Ministry here at Potter’s House Ft. Worth. We are excited about what God is doing in this season at the direction our church and the path that Pastor Whitfield is leading us down. 

We believe that worship is an essential part of a person’s relationship with Jesus Christ and a major part of our worship services. We count it a privilege to be given the responsibility to lead our congregation each week into the presence of God. 
As PHFT is moving forward in the ministry, the Worship Ministry is organized to meet those changes. We have two six-member praise teams that will rotate Sundays, as well as the Potter’s House Ft. Worth Choir that sings on 1st and 3rd Sundays. God has given us all the mandate to sing and worship him in spirit and in truth, but all have not been called to do it on the platform so we will interview and audition each applicant. 
The application/audition process is not intended to intimidate anyone, but instead to insure anyone is operating in the proper ministry gift. I pray that this will be a Spirit-driven process of prayer, encouragement, and discovery.

· A list of what we expect from a worship ministry leader (all members are leaders).

· An application for the worship ministry leader.

Here’s how the process works:

Read the expectations and requirements of a worship member and prayerfully consider whether you would be a good fit.

If you feel lead to be a part, fill out the application.

Return the application to Tim Clifton or Trivia Spencer 
4.
Upon review of the application Trivia or myself will call and/or e-mail you to set up an appointment for an interview.

Worship Ministry Guidelines & Expectations

Potter’s House Ft. Worth
Attitudes

Understand that as a Worship Ministry leader, you represent Jesus Christ and KCC on and off stage. Worship Ministry leaders must be able to affirm without reservation our beliefs and values and wholeheartedly support the mission, vision, and leadership of the church.

Membership in ministry is a privilege, not a right. The purpose of the Worship Ministry is not to showcase talents or to draw attention to ourselves in any way. Our purpose is to direct the hearts of those we are leading toward God in worship, selflessly and inconspicuously. Therefore, an attitude of humility is essential. This attitude will reflect itself in a spirit of reverence toward God, a spirit towards the Worship Ministry leadership, and a spirit of teamwork toward fellow members in the ministry.

In the Worship Ministry, a commitment to teamwork is absolutely essential. We need to look at our team as not just a collection of separate vocalists, musicians, and technicians, but as a single unit with a single purpose. Our attitude should be to use our skills to enhance the team as we seek to worship.

Auditions for Praise Teams
Potential praise team participants will be required to undergo an auditioning process which may include: a personal interview, a musical audition, and a probationary period on the worship team.  During this time, we will determine if your skills and attitude mesh with the rest of the team. The purpose of this process is to determine the individual’s musical proficiency, spiritual maturity, and personal compatibility with our approach to worship. At the end of this process, an invitation may (or may not) be extended to join the praise team.

Conduct
The Worship Ministry is one of the most visible ministries of the church. Therefore, it is important that members of the ministry see themselves as representatives of Jesus Christ and of this church always, both inside and outside the walls of the church. In their personal lives, worship ministry members will be expected to live by the highest standards of moral purity, ethical integrity, corporate unity, and personal charity.  Onstage, they should conduct themselves in a spirit of professionalism, reverence, and joy. 

We ask that should at any time during your involvement in the ministry you feel that your personal life is not reflecting what we are about or what Christ would have, that you voluntarily step down so that His name and work would not be subject to public ridicule.

Rehearsal Attendance

Worship Ministry members will be expected to be punctual and faithful in their attendance to all weekly rehearsals and worship services. If you are scheduled to minister on a Wednesday or Sunday, you must be present at the Tuesday or Saturday rehearsal(s) prior to the worship service. If you need to be absent, just make sure to give the Worship Ministry notice so that any necessary adjustments can be made.
Preparation

Song selections for a given Sunday will usually be available at least two weeks before the week of rehearsal. Please be prepared for rehearsal by listening to the music and practicing it at home.

We ask everyone to listen and learn as much as possible at home and use rehearsals to pull things together as much as possible with band and media. 
We need to work at our instrumental, vocal, and/or technical ability to become the very best we can be.  This means a great deal of individual practice (maybe even lessons) as well as playing with the team. Keep in mind that the team will only be as musically proficient as the individuals that make it up. While we do not expect perfection, we want to be the best that we can be to appropriately honor and worship God.
Appearance

All singers are to be aware of appropriate dress and appearance while on-stage. Worship ministry leaders will be expected to convey a neat, clean appearance. Sunday attire will be given at least seven days prior to date. Women should be careful to dress modestly.  The principle for everyone on the team is: Does what I wear distract others from worshiping Jesus? Would it be considered immodest by some?  Remember, we are representing Jesus Christ and leading others in worship. On a Sunday morning, if the worship leader assigned decides your dress is inappropriate, you will be asked to sit out or given the opportunity to modify your outfit.
Spiritual Growth
Lastly, we expect every member of the worship ministry to be commitment to growing spiritually.  As a leadership ministry, we need to be committed to maturing in Christ both individually and as a team.  All worship leaders are expected to worship with the congregation on Sundays you are not ministering, and to be involved in a spiritual growth group of some kind (weekly Bible study, small group, Men’s Ministry, etc.).
